How to find Watershed Studio

St Osyth is approx. 8 miles east of Colchester and 4
miles west of Clacton-on-Sea on the North Essex coast.

By train — Clacton-on-Sea is the nearest station from
which taxis or buses can be taken to the village (approx
15mins).

By road — from the Al2, take the A120 signposted to
Harwich, then the A133 to Clacton. You will reach a
roundabout very shortly, ignore the sign to St Osyth,
instead take the first left towards Frinton, Weeley and
Clacton. After a few hundred yards, take the first right
signed to Great Bentley. Cross the Green at Great
Bentley (the largest in England!) turning first right then
left within a few yards, cross over the railway and keep
on this road through Aingers Green until you reach the
B1027 T-junction. Turn left, past the Flag pub about
another mile beyond you will see St Osyth signposted to
the right. Follow this road through the village (300
yards) going straight on at the cross-roads, down the hill
and over several road humps. Just before the road
starts to climb, take the first turning on the right into St
Clere’s Hall Road (signed Watershed Studio). This is an
unmade lane. After 100 yards take the second entrance
on your right (signed Watershed Studio). Ample car
parking in front of the studio.
